Lawn irrigation prohibited between the hours of 9:30 a.m. to 6:30 p.m. unless done by means of 
hand-held watering hose, 5 gallon or less bucket or drip irrigation system.
TTo ensure that your plants and grass are receiving the greatest benefits from your watering eĳorts, 
follow these tips:
•Water early in the morning or late in the evening to prevent the evaporation of water.
•Routinely check sprinkler heads to keep their aim over your yard and prevent watering of the  
dsidewalk or street.
•Avoid watering on windy days.
•Use a soaker hose to water flower beds, shrubs and trees.
